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3///3 is a collaborative process where ar-
tists and the public activate the walls in what
is an “organic” project. It is all about building
bridges of communication, thrusting into the
unknown, doing things instead of waiting for
something to happen... making art a part of
daily life... breaking the habits of a lifetime.

3///3 was started in September 2010,
and since then it has collaborated with more
than fifteen artists who present their art
every Wednesday (each artist is granted two
Wednesdays for their exhibit). We discovered
that by displaying artwork for five hours on
three portable walls erected in various public
spaces, we can meet people from all walks of
life, locals and foreigners. This helps us get
acquainted with the city, its architecture and
its overall landscape, while learning about the
people that inhabit it and its changing social
fabric.

The areas selected for the AAO project
as part of Athens Art Week have had their ups
and downs, and are currently used mostly by
marginal groups. It is where recent foreign
arrivals converge and begin to make strides for
themselves, hence they are places of visible
transition.
